In 2009, Laura Lopez experienced an unbearable pain in her leg.  She went 
to the emergency room because she no longer had a primary physician and 
no insurance since her husband was laid off a few months prior.  At the 
hospital, Dr. Kakish admitted her for a blood clot that was discovered in her 
leg.  Her treatment required shots in her stomach.  She tried to decline 
because of the out-of-pocket high cost for the shots.  She received the shots 
to fully treat her condition and Dr. Kakish took that opportunity to educate 
Laura that FHPC was available to her.  Laura will remain on Coumadin for 
the rest of her life and has been making regular appointments at the clinic to 
have her Coumadin levels checked.  “There are no words to describe what 
the clinic means to me”.  I have been treated with such compassion and 
support.  I feel as though I am the only patient there when they treat and talk 
with me.”  Laura also had a mammogram through the Celebremos La Vida 
program at the clinic.  Her mammogram showed 3 lumps for which she had 
further testing done because of a significant family history for breast cancer.  
“When Dr. Kakish and the nurses told me about the lumps, they 
recommended genetic testing and they helped me through my tears and my 
fear.  As I left them, I felt that everything would be OK.”
